2) An automated message will be sent, via LETA, to all ILS families who have agreed to participate. 

 
As a reminder, LETA is the notification system we use for quick mass communication to our entire school 

community.  This is the system we would use, for example, for weather-related school closure information.  If you receive 

a call from Immanuel through the LETA system, please listen carefully to the entire message and follow the voice 

prompts.  At the very end of the message, you will be instructed in how to confirm that you received the call.  It is very 

important that you confirm your receipt of the call.  If you do not do so, the system will continue to call you.   

 

If you have missed the LETA call, the ILS phone number will show up on your caller ID.  Please check your voicemails 

before trying to contact ILS, because the LETA system will leave a message.  Please remember this call is coming from 

LETA, not ILS.

paying your tuition: 

 

¶ Log into your Smart Tuition account (www.parent.smarttuition.com) and make an electronic payment, or pay by 

credit card (note:  there is a 2.5% fee to use a credit or debit card).  If you have lost your login information, please 

call Smart Tuitionôs Customer Service (888-868-8828).   You will need Immanuelôs ID #11181. 

¶ Call Smart Tuitionôs Customer Service Department (888-868-8828) and make a payment over the phone.  They 

will need Immanuelôs ID #11181 as well as your information.  Smart Tuitionôs Customer Service Department is 

open 24 hours a day, 7 days a week, 365 days a year. 

¶ Mail a check to Smart Tuition using the payment coupon that is part of your statement which is mailed to you by 

Smart Tuition. 

¶ If you are not already signed up for automatic payments but you would like to do so, please call Smart Tuitionôs 

Customer Service Department (888-868-8828) for assistance. 

If you are paying with your bankôs online bill payment system, please remember that this is NOT an electronically 

transferred transaction.  Your bank will actually mail a paper check to Smart Tuition.   Make sure you are allowing 

enough time for this check to arrive at Smart Tuition so you are not hit with a $50 late fee.
